
M E M B E R S H I P
Art Space Portsmouth of fers membership to both 
studio-holding members and of f -s i te members. 
Al l  members pay an annual  membership fee 
(paid monthly in advance by Standing Order) . 
Al l  members are required to s ign a membership 
agreement wi th Art  Space Portsmouth.

Studio-holding Membership:

Studio-holding members current ly pay an annual 
membership fee of  £240 per year*.  This is paid in 
12 equal  instalments of  £20 per month,  a longside 
studio rent.  This includes al l  the benef i ts of 
membership as wel l  as the addit ional  benef i t  of 
low-cost studio space.

Off-site Membership:

Off-s i te members current ly pay an annual 
membership fee of  £120 per year*.  This is paid 
in 12 equal  instalments of  £10 per month.  This 
includes al l  the benef i ts of  membership.

*The membership fee may from t ime-to-t ime be 
reviewed by the Board of  Trustees of  Art  Space 
Portsmouth.

Art  Space occupies a unique place in the local 
creat ive industr ies community.  As a registered 
Chari ty Art  Space Portsmouth is managed 
by a Board of  Trustees made up from both 
industry professionals and art ist-members. 
The organisat ion i tsel f  however is dr iven by i ts 
art ist  membership and guided by i ts needs and 
aspirat ions.  As such, i t  remains one of  the few 
establ ished arts organisat ions in the UK for whom 
direct,  cr i t ical  engagement wi th contemporary 
studio and gal lery-based pract ice is key.

As a provider of  low-cost art ist  studios,  and 
through a wider network of  of f -s i te art ist  members 
-  both ear ly career and establ ished creat ive 
pract i t ioners -  Art  Space Portsmouth represents a 
dynamic and diverse community of  ar t is ts.  From 
pract ical  support  to peer- to-peer networking 
and opportuni t ies for  wider publ ic engagement, 
membership also of fers*:

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A R T  S P A C E  S T U D I O S
Art Space Portsmouth has 31 studios at  i ts  s i te 
in Brougham Road, and has been providing 
af fordable studios and support  for  v isual  ar t is ts 
for  over th i r ty years.

Located in a converted chapel,  we have a total  of 
31 studios ranging from 80 to 400 sq f t ,  designed 
to sui t  a wide range of  v isual  ar t  pract ices.  The 
cost of  our studios current ly stands at  £6.25 
per square foot per annum*, which is reviewed 
on an annual  basis.  The studio rent also covers 
heat ing, l ight ing, electr ic i ty,  maintenance, wi-
f i  connect ion,  refuse col lect ion and cleaning. 
There is 24-hour access to the studios,  and al l 
ar t is ts have access to a smal l -shared ki tchen. 
Please note,  only some of our studios have sinks, 
however,  the bui lding does have a communal 
wash-up area.

Requirements:

Al l  of  our studios holders are required to be 
act ive members of  the organisat ion by agreeing to 
the Art  Space Portsmouth membership agreement. 
An annual  membership fee is payable ( in equal 
monthly instalments) in addit ion to studio rent. 
Studio holders are also required to s ign a studio 
under- lease with Art  Space Portsmouth.  Studio 
rent is payable in advance on a monthly basis by 
Standing Order.  Studio art ists are also required 
to pay a returnable studio deposi t  equivalent to 
two-months studio rent before the start  of  each 
tenancy.

Al l  studio holders are required to:

n  Use their  studios on a regular basis (at  least  2 
days a week)

n  Ensure that electr ical  i tems /  tools are PAT 
tested and safe to use

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S T U D I O  A L L O C A T I O N
We do not current ly operate a wai t ing l is t  system; 
however,  when studios become avai lable we 
fol low the studio al locat ion procedure out l ined 
below.

Art  Space Portsmouth studio holders must be / 
or  become ful l  members of  the organisat ion,  and 
meet the Art  Space Portsmouth cr i ter ia.  Each 
art ist  is  required to s ign a studio under- lease up 
to three years in length*.  Af ter  th is per iod art ists 
can sign another studio under- lease af ter  review.

Studio Allocation Procedure:

When a studio becomes avai lable at  Art  Space 
Portsmouth,  the vacant studio is advert ised in 
the f i rst  instance to the current studio-holding 
membership.  This of fers those with smal ler , 
entry- level  studios the opportuni ty to grow their 
pract ice i f  a larger space becomes avai lable,  or 
the opportuni ty to downsize i f  they now require 
a smal ler  space for any reason. A completed 
appl icat ion form is required from each art ist , 
that  is  then considered by a panel  against  the 
organisat ion’s cr i ter ia**.  More than one art ist  is 
permit ted to move.

The or iginal  or  the newly vacated studio space is 
then of fered to the exist ing of f -s i te membership 
of  Art  Space Portsmouth.  A completed appl icat ion 
form is required from each art ist ,  that  is  then 
considered by a panel  against  the organisat ion’s 
cr i ter ia**.

Any vacant studios avai lable af ter  the above 
procedure has been fol lowed wi l l  be advert ised 
external ly v ia the Art  Space Portsmouth mai l ing 
l is t ,  websi te,  through local  networks,  and arts 

networking si tes.  Al l  interested art ists wi l l  be 
asked to complete an appl icat ion form, that 
is then considered by a panel  against  the 
organisat ion’s cr i ter ia**.

*At the discret ion of  the management and Board 
of  Trustees of  ASP.

**The panel  wi l l  look at  each indiv idual 
appl icat ion against  the organisat ion’s aims, 
object ives and cr i ter ia.  Studios are then al located 
as appropriate,  using the fai rest  means possible.
